
Need an article?
There are several ways you can get a copy of an article you need. If you are affiliated with a health science library, check there first to ask about document delivery services they offer. 
Health sciences libraries in the United States are part of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NN/LM), coordinated through the National Library of Medicine. To locate an NN/LM member library in your area, call your Regional Medical Library for assistance at 800-338-7657 (800-338-RMLS) or go to http://nnlm.gov/members.
Loansome Doc Libraries
Loansome Doc is a document delivery service offered by libraries in the National Network of Libraries of Medicine. You must first identify a library that offers Loansome Doc service and then call the library to register for the service. Then, when you are searching PubMed, you can change the “send to” button to “order” and order copies of articles through Loansome Doc. To search for libraries that offer Loansome Doc service, go to http://nnlm.gov/members.  Select a state and either “for the public” or “for health professionals”. Then contact one or more libraries for information on policies, procedures, and pricing and to establish an agreement with them.

PubMed's LinkOut for Libraries

Many health science libraries participate in the LinkOut for Libraries program in PubMed. When libraries use this service, an icon will display in PubMed's Abstract view showing if the library has full-text and/or print versions of the article. To see if your library participates by including its holdings in LinkOut, go to LinkOut on PubMed’s blue side bar, then click on Libraries. Contact the library for further instructions. 

University-Based Document Delivery Services

Some universities offer document delivery services to people who are not faculty, staff or students at their organizations. These services are not tied in to Loansome Doc and you cannot order articles directly in PubMed. Check with each library to see how you register, place orders, and pay bills.

Web Sites of Journal Publishers

Sometimes you will see the publisher's icon in PubMed's Abstract view of the article. If you click on the publisher's icon, you may be able to get a copy free or for a fee. Publisher practices and prices vary. If you do not see a publisher icon in PubMed, search for the journal web site using a search engine such as Google, http://www.google.com.

Document Delivery Services for Non-US Personnel
Health personnel outside of the United States may obtain service in one of two ways, either by contacting an international library or a US library that provides service to international customers. Libraries in Canada receive service through CISTI, the Canada Institute for Scientific and Technical Information (http://www.nrc.ca/cisti/cisti_e.shtml).

PubMed Central is NLM’s digital archive of life sciences journal literature. Access to PubMed Central is free and unrestricted. PubMed links to the full-text articles. You can also link to PubMed Central from the blue sidebar on the PubMed screen or to a search interface from the black bar at the top of the PubMed screen.
