The National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NN/LM®) is a nationwide network of libraries and information centers that have health collections and provide health information services.  The mission of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NN/LM) is to advance the progress of medicine and improve the public health by providing all U.S. health professionals with equal access to biomedical information; and by improving the public's access to information to enable them to make informed decisions about their health.
· The network is administered by the National Library of Medicine.

· It consists of eight Regional Medical Libraries (major institutions under contract to NLM); and close to 5,000 other libraries and information centers
· The Regional Medical Libraries administer and coordinate services in the network's eight geographical regions.

MEDLINEplus

In 1998, the NLM created a special Web site, MEDLINEplus, to link the general public to many sources of consumer health information. 

MEDLINE/PubMed
· For more than 100 years, the Library has published the Index Medicus®, a monthly subject/author guide to articles in 3400 journals. This information, and much more, is today available in the database MEDLINE®, the major component of PubMed, freely accessible via the World Wide Web. 
· MEDLINE has more than 12 million journal article references and abstracts going back to the early sixties.  
· About 400 million searches of MEDLINE are done each year by health professionals, scientists, librarians, and the public. 
· There are increasing links between article references and full text, and a new service called PubMed Central allows free access to a central repository of journal articles.
Document Delivery

Loansome Doc® offers full-text document ordering.  This feature is part of PubMed and the NLM Gateway.

DOCLINE® is NLM’s computerized interlibrary loan system that is the foundation for Loansome Doc.
